= Make sure to sharpen the blade between each
removal with an SFE329 Blade Sharpener. A dull
blade can cause damage to the tool. Use caution.

» Use water as a cutting lubricant on the cutting
area and blade.

* To keep the sheath cool, apply a small amount of
4237 High Heat Grease to the blade shaft. This will
add life to the sheath and the blade.

* Use caution to not hit the pinchweld, doing so will
cause damage to your tool.

BEFORE YOU BEGIN CUTTING

Spray the entire cutting area and blade with plenty of water.
Lubrication is vital for maximum cutting ease. Failure to use
water increases cutting friction and will cause tool damage.
Periodically spray the blade with water. To prevent potential
rust caused by water droplets, place a few drops of oil into
the sheath every day and allow it to run down in the blade
holder.

REMOVAL OF GLASS

Start cutting from the inside top center of the glass and cut
toward the A-pillars. Keep the blade properly orientated and
flat against the glass. Reverse and cut from the top center of
the glass toward the other A-pillar. Relax and let the tool do
the work. After the sides are loose, cut the bottom of the
glass loose, utilizing one or a combination of two cutting
methods:

1. Plunge Cut- Cut Straight down, move over three inches
and repeat this process until finished cutting.

2. Angle Cut- Turn the tool at roughly a 45° angle and cut
along the bottom until finished.

*In some cases, you can work from the ocutside of the vehicle.

2. Make note of the built-in sheath stop located at the back of
the sheath holder.

3. Remove the old sheath.

4. Insert the new sheath until it touches the stop, but DO NOT
insert the sheath past the stop!

*Note that the sheath is not adjustable.
